Model Clause: Set Policy Regarding Radiologists Serving as Experts

SERVICE AS AN EXPERT

From time to time, our members may be approached for their expert review, opinion, and/or testimony in a legal matter. Members and/or physician employees of XYZ Radiology are encouraged to consider such opportunities, subject to the following:

1.
Notice and approval required. Physicians wishing to review a case or render an opinion in a legal matter must request the permission of the practice before agreeing to the engagement. The practice reserves the right to deny permission for any reason or to make permission conditional. Should permission be denied, the physician may not accept the engagement.

2.
Service outside regular working hours. All activities associated with the physician’s engagement in a legal matter are to be conducted outside regular working hours and during the physician’s scheduled time off. Exceptions may be requested but will be granted only in extraordinary circumstances for good cause shown.

3.
Disposition of fees. The physician is entitled to keep all fees and other monies earned for his services in reviewing cases or rendering opinions in a legal matter, provided, however, that in circumstances when the physician is engaged in such activities during regular working hours, the practice may require that such fees be turned over to the practice.
